What does the region want? (NW Quest )
The Eco-Quest NW is a long awaited web version of the ‘Regional Interactive Sustainability Atlas’. The aim was to build a prototype time-and-space travel machine, to show users their region, and the effects on the region of their choices. 

The user choices here come from different kinds of thinking: what you think is likely: what you want the government to do: or what you would prefer personally in your lifestyle.

What to do: 

· look at the ‘NW Quest’ options below and work out which the region should do – 

· consider the barriers, the contradictions & unintended side-effects

· the results of the choices are displayed in the Quest system on-line, (where this is available)
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5. 
what do we do next?
This uses the approach of the INSURE model. This is a ‘system dynamics’ method funded by the European Commission. The NW region version of the INSURE model is anticipated in late 2006: further details on www.insure-project.net  It combines two strands: 

· A ‘system model’ which uses Eurostat data for any NUTS 4 region in the EU. 

· A ‘system mapping’ method: this involves users in exploring the chains of cause and effect in policy issues, most of which cannot be modeled by conventional means. 
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What to do

· the possible actions, institutions, causes / effects etc, are shown in this example mapping on the theme of ‘sustainable resource management’ 

· draw circles around the items which you think should be priorities for action
· draw lines between these items and other items which are connected and important in some way.
· (the results can be fed into the INSURE system when ready in 2007).
